AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE FOURTH AMENDMENT TO PLANNED
DEVELOPMENT OVERLAY DISTRICT PRELIMINARY PLAN FOR
SOLVISTA GOLF & SKI RANCH

WHEREAS, on March 5, 2003, the Granby Board of Trustees adopted Ordinance
No. 578, approving inter alia, the Planned Development Overlay District Preliminary
Plan For SolVista Golf & Ski Ranch (“the Preliminary Plan”); and

WHEREAS, SolVista Golf & Ski Ranch is now known as Granby Ranch, and is
owned, in substantial part, by Granby Realty Holdings, LLC, a Colorado limited liability
company; and

WHEREAS, Granby Realty Holdings, LLC (“the Applicant”) has submitted an
application for approval of the Fourth Amendment to the Preliminary Plan (“Fourth
Amendment to Preliminary Plan”), a copy of which is attached hereto and incorporated
herein by reference; and

WHEREAS, the Fourth Amendment to Preliminary Plan seeks to revise road
standards in the Preliminary Plan to those set forth in Exhibit B attached to the Fourth
Amendment to Preliminary Plan; and

WHEREAS, the road standards applicable to this development have been revised
by amendment of the Preliminary Plan on two previous occasions; and

WHEREAS, at its regular public meeting on September 14, 2015, the Planning
Commission of the Town of Granby considered the Fourth Amendment to Preliminary
Plan and, following such consideration adopted Resolution No. 2015-09-14A,
recommending that the Board of Trustees approve the Fourth Amendment to Preliminary
Plan; and

WHEREAS, on December 8, 2015, following proper notice, the Board of
Trustees conducted a public hearing to consider whether to approve the Fourth
Amendment to Preliminary Plan. Based on the public hearing and the other matters
provided:

THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES HEREBY FINDS AS FOLLOWS:

1. The findings set forth in Ordinance 578 relating to the Preliminary Plan are
equally applicable to the Fourth Amendment to Preliminary Plan and are hereby
expressly incorporated by reference.



The foregoing findings are made expressly contingent on and subject to the
Applicant satisfying the following conditions. Unless indicated otherwise, such
conditions must be satisfied prior to the time the Fourth Amendment to
Preliminary Plan is recorded:

a. Payment of all legal, engineering and administrative fees incurred by the
Town in connection with review, processing, consideration and approval
of the application.

b. Compliance with provisions of the Annexation and Development
Agreement between the Town and SolVista.

c. Compliance by the Applicant with all statements and representations made
by the Applicant during the course of public meetings or hearings
concerning the application

NOW THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE TOWN OF
GRANBY, COLORADO HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

The Fourth Amendment to Preliminary Plan is hereby approved.

Upon fulfillment of all conditions a. through c. set forth above, the Town Clerk is
hereby directed to record this Ordinance along with Fourth Amendment to
Preliminary Plan, and Exhibits A & B with the Grand County Clerk and Recorder.

Repeal. Existing ordinances or parts of ordinances covering the same matters as
embraced in this ordinance are hereby repealed and all ordinances or parts of
ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

Validity. If any section, subsection, sentence clause or phrase of this ordinance is
for any reason, held to be invalid or unconstitutional, such decision shall not
affect the validity or constitutionality of the remaining portions of this ordinance.
The Town of Granby hereby declares that it would have passed this ordinance,
and each section, subsection, clause or phrase hereof, irrespective of the fact that
any one or more sections, subsections, sentences, clauses and phrases be declared
unconstitutional.

WHEREAS, the Planned Development Overlay District Preliminary Plan for SolVista
Golf & Ski Ranch, recorded in the real property records of Grand County, Colorado on March 6,
2003, at Reception No. 2003-002998 (as amended, the "Preliminary Plan") was approved by the
Town of Granby by Ordinance Number 578 adopted on March 5, 2003, and

WHEREAS, the Town and Granby Realty Holdings LLC ("Landowner"), as owner of the
property described on Exhibit A attached hereto (the "Affected Property"), have agreed that the
amendment set forth herein should be made to the Preliminary Plan with respect to the Affected

Property;
NOW, THEREFORE, the Preliminary Plan is amended as follows:

1. Road Standards. Exhibit C to the Preliminary Plan (Road Standards) adopted on
March 5, 2003 and recorded at Reception No. 2003-002998, the First Amendment to the PDOD
recorded at Reception No. 2005-001961 and the Second Amendment to the PDOD recorded at
Reception No. 2007013151 are hereby amended by substituting in place thereof the road
standards that are attached as Exhibit B to this Fourth Amendment.

The foregoing amendment applies only to the Affected Property, and the Preliminary
Plan is not hereby altered or amended with respect to any of the Property (as defined in the
Preliminary Plan) that is not within the Affected Property. Except as specifically provided
herein, the Preliminary Plan is not hereby altered or amended. The vested rights applicable to
the Preliminary Plan are not modified hereby, and such vested rights shall continue in full force
and effect with respect to the Preliminary Plan as amended hereby, as provided in Section 6 of
the Annexation and Development Agreement between the Town and SolVista Corp. dated March
5, 2003 and recorded in the real property records of Grand County, Colorado on March 6, 2003
at Reception No. 2003-002997, as amended.

(1) May require curve widening. Designer shall provide design engineering decision memo.

(2) Based on State Highway Access Code, 100 feet per 10 MPH of speed.

(3) Parking area surface should match roadway surface and may not interfere with traffic operations of roadway. Parked cars may not obscure intersection sight distance
requirements. Angled parking on publicly dedicated commercial roadways requires Town approval. Designer to document safety aspects of design in design engineering decision
(4) Design per current FHWA Guidelines

(5) Additional skew may be allowed subject to sight distance and turn radius provisions.

(8) A safe roadside environment is required. All roadway design is encouraged to incorporate appropriate clear zones per AASHTO's Roadside Design guide. Guard rail should only
be considered when there is a need to protect a sensitive area when no other reasonable altemative is feasible. Designer shall provide a design engineering decision memo.

(7) Maximum cut/fill slopes subject to gsotechnical recommendations.

(8) The Designer shall document the ability to provide suitable emergency access and emergency services at the farthest point of service for all roadways. Three-point turnarounds or
intersections shall be provided every 1,000 feet; dead-end roadways shall terminate in a tumaround. The Designer shall document alternative access considerations and constraints
for dead-end roadways over 500" in length. Tumarounds shall be designed per AASHTO and/or ITE guidance lo accommodate a fire truck. Ability of turnaround points to
accommedate design vehicle traffic shall be documented in a design engineering memo. Parking is not allowed in tumarounds.

(9) Grades stated may be increased by up to 2% for a distance of 500" or less due to terrain challenges. No access of any kind is allowed in such

cases. Designer shall provide design engineering decision memo.

{10) Vertical curves from intersecling roadways may not extend onto travel lanes of through roadways.

(11) Pedestrian facilities shall be compatible with current ADA requirements.

{12) Intersection sight distance shall be per AASHTO A Policy on Geometric Design of Highways and Strests, latest edition. Design vehicle shall be fire truck for non-commercial
areas unless otherwise determined by Granby Ranch and Town. Commercial areas shall use WB-40 or greater design vehicle.

(13) Roadways should ideally be paved ence the average annual daily traffic velume exceeds 700 vpd, based on multi-day seasonally-adjusted traffic count data. However, full depth
paving (once 700 vpd is reached) shall occur within three years after all relevant utilities are installed in the roadway to preserve the pavement's integrity once constructed. Until the
three year pericd is reached, developer shall participate, as appropriate, in the maintenance and dust control of the unpaved readway.

(14) Pavement sections on all Headwaters Metropolitan District Roads (excluding private roads) shall be justified by a pavement design study provided by the design engineer using
site specific geatechnical and traffic data



Granby Ranch
Roadway Classification Definitions

Major - This roadway classification is intended to serve relatively long trip lengths within Granby Ranch
and connect the major activity areas (including US 40) within the development to. Mobility takes
precedent over access, and a Major Roadway should serve moderate levels of through traffic at moderate
speeds; access is allowed only where no other options are available.

Minor - This roadway classification is intended to serve shorter length trips within Granby Ranch
connecting moderate areas of activity with Major Roads. Access and mobility are of approximately equal
weight, and a Minor Roadway should serve lower levels of through traffic at lower speeds.

Rural Road - This roadway classification is intended to serve shorter length trips within Granby Ranch
and provide access to residential developments and moderate areas of activity. Access and mobility are
of approximately equal weight, and a Rural Roadway should serve low levels of through traffic at lower
speeds. This is similar in design to a Minor Road.

Internal - This roadway classification is intended to serve very short trips directly to individual home lots
connecting low areas of activity with Rural Roads and Minor Roads. Access takes precedent over
mobility, and an Internal Roadway should serve extremely low levels of through traffic at very slow speeds.

Private - This roadway is reserved as a second means of access to individual units. Access is the sole
purpose of these roadway facilities.

Design Variance - A variance from the design standards may be requested and may be granted if it can
be shown that: 1) Meeting design standards would create an extreme hardship and/or unreasonable
impact, 2) The alternative design is recognized by AASHTO for the conditions, 3) It does not impact the
mobility of emergency vehicles, 4) Appropriate alternative measures can be implemented to offset not
meeting the design criterion.
